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Ok everyone I’m going to put some information about Admissions to UVU, Scholarships, and some names and phone numbers of people you can talk to about all the school stuff for UVU.  One of the most important things with playing rugby at UVU is to make sure you are a full time student for the Spring semester.  If you’re an International Student the best thing is to attend UVU in the Spring and Summer semesters (Summer semester is much cheaper!)  I’m going to list in order things you’ll need to complete to get into UVU and things you can do to apply for financial aid and scholarships.  (Apply for all the scholarships and financial aid you can!).  99% of your questions about school and financial aid can be found on the UVU website www.uvu.edu if you take the time to look around.  If you’re a U.S. citizen the sooner you can get to Utah and get a Utah driver’s license and start school or a job out here the sooner you can get in state residency which make’s school way cheaper! (http://www.uvu.edu/admissions/information/residency.html) 
1. Complete your application to UVU.  If you were born in the U.S. you can do this online at https://uvaps.uvu.edu/pls/prod/bwskalog.P_disploginnew.  If you were born out of the U.S. and are an International Student go to http://www.uvu.edu/admissions/international/steps/index.html and complete that process.  If you’re an International Student and have questions email or call Connie Whaley (whaleyco@uvu.edu). Once you’re accepted (UVU is open enrollment so all of you should be able to get accepted) move on to #2.
2. Register for classes ASAP!  Classes fill up quick!  Check out www.ratemyprofessors.com and put in Utah Valley University as your school and make sure that you are getting the best teachers for your class.  Do your best to keep Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday from 4:30-7:30pm free because we practice within that time frame and most of our games are on Saturdays.  Remember if you don’t come to practice you don’t play.

3. Complete your FAFSA at http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/#.   When you’re doing your FAFSA it’s important that you apply for grants, loans, and work study.  You can decide later if you want to accept loans or work study.  We actually have a work study position for the rugby team and are trying to get more work study positions for the rugby team.

4. Complete whatever else UVU Financial Aid requests http://www.uvu.edu/financialaid/ and apply for scholarships!  You should prepare a Master Application and you can use and edit for different kinds of scholarships.  Make sure you put lists of awards, recognitions, and transcripts.  Have someone go over your applications and any essays you have to write.  Apply for as many scholarships as you can!  There’s always some kind of scholarships that go unused!

5. Once you’re all good to go for school look into housing at http://www.uvu.edu/campusconnection/services/housing.html.  Many of the guys on the team room together.  If you have family in the area it always helps if you can stay with them to save some extra money.  There’s also bus transportation at UVU and the bus takes you almost any were in Utah.  Many of the guys on the team also car pool.  I also believe there are meals plans that you can purchase through UVU.
6. If in doubt call or email UVU and ask questions and talk to admissions, financial aid, or other counselors!  Unfortunately I wish I had all the answers but I don’t.  The few things I do know is that we run a serious and hardworking  rugby team that is going after the D1 National championship and we expect a lot out of our players on and off the field and in and out of the classroom.  We do fundraising together, we do community service, and we work on getting sponsorships as a team.  We hope that you’ll all want to be a part of UVU Rugby.  We have many guys returning for next year and also a lot of great rugby talent coming to UVU too.  Plus the coaches are pretty good too!  I hope this helps answer some questions for you guys!  Don’t procrastinate get all of this done as soon as you can so you don’t miss out.
7. Below is all scholarship information that I will list and places that you can go to fill out applications for scholarships.

-We will be giving out two or three partial rugby scholarships for the Spring and will make our decision on those in the Fall.  We can’t consider guys for these scholarships unless we’ve seen you play.  So if you want to be considered  for one of these and you’re from out of state you need to come to our summer camp (TBA), send us video,  or post it on youtube.  Also you must have over a 2.5 GPA for either high school or college.
